Chris Columbus landed in the Bahamas on SandBédlantd southeast of Miami, Florida in 1492. He
was lost! The Taino tribes people lived there; Columstakenly called the Taino “Indians” thinking that he
was in India or the West Indies. A Taino boy had dream which warned him that the new strangers were
dangerous. The boy could see evil in their eyes andondas.would take his warnings to heart, and they
trusted the new visitors.
