Old Business:

1.Nov. 14 PTO meeting minutes were approved by Susan, Kathy and Elaine.
New Business:

2. Discussion of upcoming PTO community event “Battle of the Bands.” 
“Battle of the Bands” Guidelines: 

--Susan will confirm with Cheryl Scott that 2/21 is still viable 6-8 p.m. It will be free admission with RSVP emailed to Kathy.  Then Kathy will email back a receipt to print out and show at the door for free admission.  We will also have a list of RSVP’s to check off.  Without an RSVP, guests pay $5.00 at the door for admission, pizza, water bottles and Costco sodas, baked goods (provided by volunteers).
-- 2/21 was chosen because sports start-up in the spring and Cheryl did not want to hold it on a weekend.  The only conflict that day seems to be musical rehearsal.
--Should it be held in the cafeteria and gym instead of the auditorium or all of it in the gym?  
--Budget is $1,000.00.

-- Susan will email Ali Figurin, Student Council Coordinator, to see if student council can take a poll of interested participants to see how many bands could possibly be expected.  Student Council could also make posters for the school.

-- Families will be given a ballot to vote for their favorite band the night of the event.  There could also be awards for funniest, best costume, etc.

-- Fliers will go out in January announcing the event with entry forms.  There could also be a sign-up sheet in the office.  Susan will work on the intercom announcement to be repeated in January and February.  There should probably be a separate email to Centennial families announcing the event since the next newsletter doesn’t come out until a week before the event and fliers might not make it home, or to the parents.

-Kathleen McCormick and Elaine Pease are seeking volunteers to help them orchestrate the musical portion of the evening.  Elaine will also contact Cammie Cloman regarding talking with “Dog House” (the local rock band organizers) about how to plan this event.

-- Kathy Hall will coordinate volunteers for the dinner.

3.  Sue transferred $1,000.00 from PEN allotment to cover yearbook money needed for the thirty-one eighth graders on free and reduced lunches.  Yearbooks are $22.00 each. Michelle brought up that District usually has a fund for things like this either through BVSD or Impact on Education?  We should check into this because if the funds are not used they get re-absorbed.  PTO has a hardship budget of $300.00 that hasn’t been used, yet.  
-- Kathy suggested that the budget needs to be finalized so we know for certain how much we’ve allotted for various categories.

4. Gold C and sweatshirt sales:
  --From the 180 Gold C books originally ordered, Sue paid for 153 Gold C, or $841.50.  PTO profit was $688.50.   There is 1 ½ boxes of unclaimed books sitting in the office.  Twenty seven books were returned to Gold C.  Next year should we have the “School Store” in the cafeteria manned by parents/PTO that is open throughout the year at various times?  Michelle said that idea didn’t do too well at Foothills since no one really knew about it or visited it.  She and Kathy suggested that buyers could give their emails at the time of purchase and they will be sent a receipt acknowledging their payment that they could print out and exchange for their Gold C books when they come in.  This could also be done for sweatshirts.
Sweatshirts:  There are ten sweatshirts that are missing. What was the profit on sweatshirts?

5. Volunteers for school tours are still needed for Jan 10 2-3 p.m. and Jan. 16 10-11 a.m. We may have enough for Jan. 18 and next week.  
6. Staff thank you cards are postponed until spring.
7. Five volunteers each for grades 7 and 8 are needed to pass out their schedules for next semester on January 9 from 8:25 – 8:45 a.m.  7th graders go to the upper gym and 8th graders go to the auditorium.  Kathleen, Elaine and possibly Michelle have volunteered so far.
8. Sue and Susan will determine the correct amount of sweatshirts sold and profit.
10. Next PTO is 1/16 Wednesday, 12:30-1:30 in the Centennial conference room.
