SUBJECT: DAT Meeting

1. A floor plan was presented that was a more refined version of the floor plan sketch discussed in the last
DAT meeting.

2. The special education area was discussed. There was concern that the ILC room was not large enough
at 595 square feet. It was decided that the 90 square foot storage room to the North be dedicated to the
ILC room - the door from the corridor will be removed and o door added directly from the ILC room. A
door will also be added from the ILC room to the Motor Lab. The new corridor could also be shifted to the
East to enlarge the ILC room and storage room. The 497 square foot flex room at the South side should
be re-labeled as an ESL room - a door should be added to the Northeast corner of the room. The 354
square foot literacy room on the Southeast corner should be enlarged to around 450 square feet and re-
labeled as an ESL room - this room should have doors in the Northwest and Southeast corners for access
from the special ed corridor and the main corridor. The three flex rooms on the East side of the corridor
should be sized for 10 students and should have storage casework. The two rooms labeled as ESL rooms
should be re-labeled as Literacy and TAG - doors from the main corridor should be added to these rooms.
The 255 square foot special education workroom should be re-labeled as a small group room. The staff
workroom should be enlarged - it will be shared by special education. The door to the staff workroom
should be moved to the main corridor. There is an existing door and window between the two resource
rooms that are not currently shown on the plan - the door and window can remain in place.
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3. The kindergarten area was reviewed. It was requested that the existing exit doors in the West coat area
be removed. These doors will not be able to be removed due to security and code issues.

4. The IMC (library) addition was discussed. The IMC office was moved to the Southwest to help open the
entry of the library. It was discussed whether the new location of the office created a security issue since the
main doors would not be visible. The check out area would be near the main doors. Lindsay will discuss
the location of the office with John to get his input. It was suggested that the additional gym storage should
be re-allocated for library storage and that an additional outdaor shed be built. Some concern was
expressed about the shed being in front of the building. The library might need a new IDF (data closet)
room - Lindsay will discuss this with District IT. A small room for the fire sprinkler riser might also need to
be added. The existing library shelving will be re-used in the new library. It was agreed that the shorter
shelving units were more desirable to keep the space open. The taller shelving could be used along some
of the walls. Lindsay stated that the District has other used shelving and possibly circulation desks
available. Lindsay will also contact the District Library Advisory Council to get some input on the interior
layout of the library. It was agreed that the new library should be a showcase for the school.

5. The administration area was discussed. The staff toilet rooms will be enlarged but they will still have the
same number of fixtures. It was decided that a powered handicap push-button opener needs to be
provided at the new main entry doors. The new entry doors at the library addition do not need a power
opener.

6. The site impact of the new library addition was discussed. It was decided that the large concrete area to
the West of the addition could be eliminated. New sidewalks and an area for bike racks will be provided.
The sidewalk along the West side of the addition should extend to the building so that there is not a small
strip of grass at the side of the building.

7. The existing fascia was discussed. It was agreed that the repair or replacement of the fascia should be
included in the project but that it will probably need to be an alternate. FCI and SLATERPAULL are looking
into different options with stucco or metal panels.

8. The construction schedule was discussed. Currently the plan is to start the addition in the winter of
2009/2010 and start the interior remodel in summer of 2010. There is a possibility that the East play field
sprinkler system will be replaced in the Fall of 2009. All construction is scheduled to be complete by Fall
of 2010. Access to the building during construction was a concern. The Northwest exit and exterior
access to the Kindergartens will be affected by the additions. FCI will develop a schedule and construction
plan and present a cost estimate at the May 19" meeting.

9. A group was formed to determine the playground needs. A meeting was scheduled for April 21¢ ot
3:30 pm to review the playground. SLATERPAULL will confirm this meeting time with their consultant.

10. SLATERPAULL will develop some exterior views of the new addition and will work on the interior layout
of the library for the next meeting.

11. The next DAT Meeting will be April 28" at 3:30 pm. There will not be a DAT meeting on May 5™ as
originally scheduled.
