Greetings, Escuela Bilingüe Pioneer! Here is the latest news from Second Grade! 

 

Second grade students have been studying Insects and Spiders for the last few weeks. This week, we all took advantage 
of the nice weather to visit the Outdoor Classroom and go on a search for insects and spiders. We are also raising four 

different kinds of insects in class. We will be visiting the Butterfly Pavilion on May 5 th to learn more about invertebrates!

continue with addition and subtraction strategies for the next several weeks, along with a lot of story problems.  

 

In reading and writing, our study of Fairy Tales is moving right along. In addition to learning about the elements of a 
fairy tale, each student will be writing their own fairy tale, too! The students will have the chance to share their stories 

with each other in class.
