Dear Parents and Guardians,

As the new school year begins, please take some time to consider preparing for potential illnesses
your child or family may encounter. It is important for you to pay attention to messages from
schools, local public health officials, state health officials, and your private health care provider
regarding illness in our communities.

Flu spreads easily. If you suspect your child is getting the flu, it is important that he/she does not
attend school or go anywhere else -- such as group childcare, the mall, or sporting events --
where other people would be exposed to flu germs. It is also important to teach your children
how to reduce their risk of getting the flu and to protect others from infection.
