Colorado Opportunity Fund 
The College Opportunity Fund, created by the Colorado Legislature, provides a stipend 

to eligible undergraduate students who are Colorado residents for tuition purposes. The 

stipend pays a portion of your total in-state tuition when you attend a Colorado public 

institution or a participating private institution. Both new and continuing students are 

eligible for the stipend. The stipend will assist with the first 145 credit hours of your 

undergraduate degree program at a Colorado college. The application to apply for the 

stipend is currently available at https://cof.college-access.net/cofapp/createAccount.do. 

For more information on this process please visit http://cof.college-

access.net/cof/index.htm. All Colorado residents should apply for the College 

Opportunity Fund in order to offset the entire cost of tuition at each college.
